There are currently 70 Peace Pitches in 6 continents twinned with Flanders Peace Field where German

and Allied soldiers stepped out of their trenches Christmas eve 1914 and momentarily escaped the horrors
of war to exchange gifts and by play football.

Participants will visit significant battle sites and take part in international games and forums, debating the
role of sport at home, in the community and at war.
